From the Pastor                 
Give Thanks       

In 1621 the pilgrims had settled in what is now  
Plymouth, Massachusetts.  The journey and weather  
on the Northeastern coast had claimed about half of 
them.  As they began to settle the area they were  
aided by two Native American good Samaritans who 
amazingly spoke English.  Squanto, one of the two, had 
been kidnapped previously by English adventurers,  
taken to England (where he learned English) and later was able to return.  Despite his previous encounter with the 
English he still helped the new strangers trying to settle in his homeland.  After several months and a successful 
grain harvest Governor Bradford called for a celebration that November.  Game was harvested, the neighboring 
tribes were invited and a three-day feast began. Edward Winslow, referring to the feast, described life in the new 
land in this way: 
 
 ñAnd although it be not always so plentiful as it was at this time with us, yet by the goodness of God, we 
are so far from want that we often wish you partakers of our plenty.ò   
 
What a wonderful perspective!  Like David in ñthe valleyò who saw his cup not full but ñrunning over,ò Winslow 
recognized that in spite of all the difficulties they had faced, Godôs gracious provision abounded on them.  There 
was more than enough to go around. 
 
As we reflect on Godôs goodness in our lives this Thanksgiving, let us not forget the bounty of goodness and 
plenty that we have in Christ.  Let us not look to the worldôs standards of success or prosperity in order to  
rejoice.  Rather, let us look to Christ who has given us everything. 
 
 ñHis divine power has given to us all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the knowledge  
of Him who called us by glory and virtue, by which have been given to us exceedingly great and precious  
promiseséò  2 Peter 1:3-4 
 
ñAll thingsò!  Did you catch that?  We have it all!  In Christ we find everything that we need.  He is our hope  
and the Rock on which we stand and for that, if nothing else, we have reason to give thanks.  I can think of no 
better way to give thanks than to share Him and His bounty with others.  Iôm certain there is enough of Him to  
go around.   
 
In the late 1800ôs Prince Oscar of Sweden heard of Christ from a mere commoner.  After accepting Christ he 
married that commoner and was forced to renounce his right to the throne.  He later wrote this prose: 
 
 Iôd rather have Jesus than silver or gold; Iôd rather be His than have riches untold; Iôd rather have Jesus 
 than houses or lands; Iôd rather be led by His nail-pierced hand 
 
 Refrain: Than to be the king of a vast domain; Or be held in sinôs dread sway; Iôd rather have Jesus than 
 anything this world affords today. 

 Iôd rather have Jesus than menôs applause; Iôd rather be faithful to His dear cause; Iôd rather have Jesus 
 than worldwide fame; Iôd rather be true to His holy name 

 Heôs fairer than lilies of rarest bloom; Heôs sweeter than honey from out the comb; Heôs all that my  
 hungering spirit needs; Iôd rather have Jesus and let Him lead
